WHEREAS, agriculture is critical to producing the food needed to support a growing

WHEREAS, farmers and ranchers face challenges in production such as severe
weather events, pests and pathogens, invasive species, supply chain disruptions, and beyond;
and

WHEREAS, according to the U.S. Census of Agriculture, the average age of a farmer

WHEREAS, farmers, ranchers, and others in the agriculture industry work together in
an environmentally sustainable way to help feed, clothe, shelter, and fuel the world; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED that we, the Board of County
Commissioners of Seminole County, Florida, proclaim the week of March 16 - 22, 2025 as
National Agriculture Week and encourage all to celebrate the importance of the agriculture
industry in providing food, fiber, and fuel to our local communities.
